DESCRIPTION OF POSITIONS (PTO BOARD OFFICERS)

President: The President leads the membership and helps with all activities of the PTO.   The President also presides over all meetings and works with the PTO Board Officers.   

Vice President: The Vice President is a member of the PTO Board and if the President is absent shall perform the duties of the President.   The Vice President will perform duties given by the President or PTO Board Officers.

Secretary: The Secretary is a member of the PTO Board.   The Secretary is to keep the minutes of the proceedings of the PTO and see that all notices are duly given in accordance with the By-Laws. Duties may be assigned by the President and PTO Board Officers.
